The flood of love flowing out 
from Sri Sri Thakur so 
affected the people of 
Kustia, a town not far from 
Pabna, that they decided to 
celebrate the birthdays of 
the different Prophets, 
i nc l ud ing  Ch r i s t  and  
Mohammed as well as 
Buddha,  Kr ishna and 
Ramakr ishna.  Sr i  Sr i  
Thakur had taught them : 
“Between Christ, Buddha, 
Chaitanya, Rasul And 
Krishna you make some 
difference, Don’t you know 
they’re the same come 
d o w n  F o r  s u f f e r i n g  
creatures’ deliverance ?” 
(Anushturi.Vol. I. Chapter : 
Ideal—) The divine waves of 
love spread far and wide. 
The news of his revelation 
reached the provinces of 
Assam, Orissa, Bihar and 
beyond. When the three 
sacred streams of God, 
Holy Name and devotion 
came together, whole 
villages and cities were 
swept away in the river of 
faith. On the fourteenth and 
fifteenth of September, 
1929, a huge gathering took 
place at Kustia. Some came 
seeking help in their 

distress, some wanted 
money, others were in 
pursuit of Truth—all came, 
in unexpected numbers, for 
the Vishwa Guru Utsav to 
celebrate the birthday of the 
Guide of the world. A 
solution to all problems had 
appeared in the form of a 
man. The world, in the 
distress of this age of crisis, 
had been awaiting him, and 
the holy news of his coming 
was now spreading out from 
Himaitpur. The compiler of 
A l o c h a n a  P r a s a n g e  
(conversations with Sri Sri 
Thakur) wri tes in his 
preface“On this holy soil of 
Himaitpur we today witness 
something rare in the 
e x p e r i e n c e  o f  m e n ,  
something seen only a few 
times in history—in the 
temple at Dakshineswar, on 
the roads of Nadia, in the 
deserts of Arabia, in the 
olive groves of Jerusalem, 
at the foot of the Stupa of 
S a r a n a t h ,  a t   
Mathura,Vrindaban and 
Dwaraka and in the palace 
of Ayodhya.” Many writers, 
politicians, scientists and 
philosophers arrived in 
Himaitpur. The greatest 
fulfiller of the age was giving 
u n i q u e  s o l u t i o n s  t o  
innumerable problems, of 
individuals and of society as 
a whole.

T H E  A C T I V I T E S  AT  
HIMAITPUR

In the midst of Pabna’s 
jungles and thickets at the 
village of Himaitpur a radical 
change was going on. Here 
on the bank of the Padma 
was a place aglow with 
supreme knowledge, and 
devotees were beginning to 
take refuge in the love that 
radiated from its Centre; 
though calm and serene, 
the place was always 
resounding with activity. As 
more people arrived, the 
village was transformed into 
Satsang Asram, houses and 
other bui ld ings being 
constructed as the need 
arose. Sri Sri Thakur 
wanted to create for the 
restless people stricken with 
w a n t  a  p e a c e f u l  
atmosphere that would 
inspire them to a higher 
existence. To make man 
Inclined to the path of 
becoming was his only aim. 
In carrying it out it was 
necessary to turn man’s 
essential activities in that 
direction; so Dharma, 
e d u c a t i o n ,  i n d u s t r y,  
commerce, art and music all 
found expression in the 
activities of Satsang Asram. 
Sri Sri Thakur was troubled 
by the poor system of 
education that prevailed in 
the country. The basic aim 
of education is complete 
development of life, and he 
built up an institution. 
Tapovan School, that put 
this idea into effect. This 

school became reputed 
throughout the country. The 
school for mothers also 
helped to effect the real aim 
of education. Arts and 
science colleges were also 
established, and many 
r e n o u n e d  t e a c h e r s  
dedicated their lives to the 
service of Sri Sri Thakur. 
Since his outlook was 
scientific, by his inspiration 
the ’World-Science Centre’ 
was  es tab l i shed  and  
equipped with modern 
instruments, and research 
was carried on there. The 
arts had almost vanished 
from the life of the village. To 
revive them and bring them 
to a high level of quality, he 
set up the Stsang Art 
Centre. Photography and 
pottery also were included 
in its activities. The word 
'asram' means a place 
where people are uplifted 
through their labour, and the 
asramites of Satsang did all 
kinds of work themselves.If 
a building was needed they 
did everything from making 
the bricks to the actual 
construction. With the 
presence of Sri Sri Thakur to 
inspire them, they could 
work with speed and 
effeciency that might have 
seemed impossible.His 
ideas began to be set down 
i n  w r i t i n g .  H e  g a v e  
innumerable messages on 
various subjects.

As per the program to conduct Satsangs at various places of Andhra Pradesh we started the program from the area called 

Sompeta near Palasa district on April 24th, 2010, in the residence of Krutivas Dash. Whole village attended the Satsang and15 

people from Hyderabad went to attend the program. It was grand success because the entire satsang was in the local language 

and many were non-gurubhai's. Satsang started with congregational prayer followed by reading of holy books and then 

bhajans and keertans sung by gurubhais. Satsang was over with initiation program where many people took initiation (Holy 

Name) and followed by Anand bazaar.

Being at the helm of affairs he never tries to impose anything on others. None feels him as a boss or a teacher with a 

cane in hand. He allows free opinion and suggestion from everybody. He or you may differ from each other. He never minds a 
defeat in a debate of words or if gets outvoted. As his thoughts and words are fraught with far-sight and wisdom, they always 
come out as the only practicable decision in the long run. Anything else other than his decision is found to be unjust and 
incorrect. He wins because his decision is understood and accepted. Those at first opposing his views also win because they 
are with the proper man as their forerunner who is never biased nor coloured. Thus, both enjoy each other. This is a common 
occurrence.
 

It is not that he is without any mistake or weakness. He admits his mistake or folly loudly. His main mistake, if it can at 
all be called a mistake, lies in rendering help to somebody or coming to his rescue when he is drowning; who later turns 
hostile and ungrateful.
